AGREEMENT ON JOINT SUPERVISION AND DOUBLE PHD DEGREE BETWEEN THE FEDERAL UNIVERSITY OF PELOTAS 
AND XXXXXXXXXXXX. 

This Agreement is made by and between the FEDERAL UNIVERSITY OF PELOTAS, a foundation of public law created by Decree Law No. 750/1969, registered with the National Registration of Corporate Entity (CNPJ) under no. 92.242.080/0001-00, with headquarters at Rua Gomes Carneiro, no. 01, Centro, Pelotas-RS, Brazil, hereinafter UFPel, in this act represented by XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX (title), and XXXXXXXX (foreign institution), represented by XXXXXXXXXX (title). The parties agree to enter this joint supervision and double doctoral degree ruled by the following terms:
ARTICLE 1 – PURPOSE
This instrument aims to establish the conditions under which the Ph.D. candidate  XXXXXX (student’s name), enrolled in the Graduate Program in XXXXXXXX, shall develop his/her doctoral thesis whose expected title is XXXXXXXXXXXXXXX under the joint responsibility of the undersigned institutions.

ARTICLE 2 – SCHEDULE AND LOCATION OF THE ACTIVITIES TO BE DEVELOPED 
Ph.D. candidates shall observe the maximum deadlines for completing the Graduate Program and carry out their project and activities according to the attached schedule.

ARTICLE THREE – COORDINATION OF THE AGREEMENT AND PHD CANDIDATE’S SUPERVISION
3.1 The coordinators of this agreement, responsible for the follow-up and control of the work inherent to this agreement, will be the professors accountable for supervising the doctoral thesis at UFPel and at a similar foreign institution.

3.2 At UFPel, the doctoral thesis will be supervised by XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX while at XXXXXXXXXXXXXX it will be supervised by XXXXXXXXXXXXXXX. They undertake to perform their role fully as the candidate's advisors.

ARTICLE FOUR – APPLICABLE CONDITIONS TO THE JOINT SUPERVISION
4.1 Ph.D. candidates shall provide health insurance and a visa for the countries involved, proving their status as a beneficiary with the institutions in this agreement. 
4.2 The public defense of the doctoral thesis shall take place at one of the partner institutions but is recognized by both the institutions involved. The defense shall respect the regulations of the Graduate Program of the institution in which it will take place and the requirements for obtaining the degree in both institutions.
4.3 The joint supervised thesis must be written and defended in Portuguese or English. In both cases, an abstract shall be supplied in a language other than the one of the thesis.
4.4 The defense committee shall be composed by mutual consent of the partner institutions.

4.5 Both institutions undertake to recognize the validity of the joint supervision and the defended thesis, simultaneously granting the Ph.D. candidate the corresponding degree.
         4.6 The intellectual protection of the object of the thesis and the research results shall be ensured by both graduate programs involved, following the specific procedures of each country.

         4.7 Doctoral students will be exempted from paying fees at the institutions under the agreement, always observing the reciprocity principle.
ARTICLE FIVE – AWARD OF THE DEGREE
5.1 Upon successful defense of the thesis, both partner institutions will grant the student a diploma.
            5.2 The UFPel diploma shall mention the following: "The degree of Doctor is awarded jointly with the XXXXXXXXXXX (foreign institution) in a double doctoral degree. This diploma is indissolubly linked to the diploma of the XXXXXXXXXXX (foreign institution)."

ARTICLE SIX – DURATION
Considering that the period foreseen for the development and defense of the doctoral thesis corresponds to 3 years, the present instrument will be in force, initially, for a period of 1 year as of its signature. It may be extended by an Additional Term if necessary.

In witness whereof, the institutions sign this agreement which also bears the signatures of the Ph.D. candidate and the doctoral thesis supervisors from both institutions in four (04) counterparts of equal content - two in Portuguese and two in XXXX (foreign language).
