This call for entries aims to select audiovisual video dance productions - in the broad sense of the
term - to be shown at the First International Festival of Video Dance RS - FIVRS, an event held
by the Postgraduate Program in Visual Art/PPGAVI-Master promoted by the Federal University of
Pelotas/UFPel and the ECARTA Foundation. The festival promotes an itinerant exhibition, which is
free and open to the public. An international commission will judge and select works, which shown
by means of projection in accordance with the curators’ perspective and the exhibition spaces.

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

e Participants must be 18 or older, of any nationality;

e Each applicant may enter only one Video Dance proposal;

e Group works must be registered by a single group member;

e Works produced prior to 2018 will not be selected;

e Participants selected must agree to their video becoming part of the FIVRS video-library,
permitting their work to be exhibited for non-profit cultural, artistic and educational purposes;

e Selected participants must agree to use of his/her work for the purpose of publicizing the event
on digital platforms;

e Participants selected must agree to their work being exhibited in itinerant exhibitions in and
outside of Brazil;

e The author is responsible for content, as well as for the rights to the soundtrack and images
used in submitted works.



CHARACTERISTICS OF THE WORK
e Unrestricted theme and subject matter;
e Videos must be short with a duration of from 1 (one) to 10 (ten) minutes, including credits;

e The works may be presented in any of the standard file extensions currently in use (AVI, MOV,
WMV, MP4, etc.), H264 or H265 compression, minimum bitrate of 5MB, and minimum resolution
of 720p (HD) - we suggest 1280 x 720p.
